Comissao atribui Estrelas de Ouro a 12 projectos de
cidadania

A Comissdo Europeia seleccionou 12 projectos de participacdo civica que
promovem no terreno a acg¢ado e o debate sobre questoes da UE. Mais para o
fim do ano, estes projectos vao receber as «Estrelas de Ouro da Cidadania
Europeia Activa» huma cerimoénia organizada em Bruxelas pelo Comissario
Jan Figel'. As Estrelas de Ouro de 2008 sao atribuidas no ambito do
programa Europa para os Cidadaos e destinam-se a reconhecer oficialmente
iniciativas que sdo exemplos em termos de cooperacao, métodos de trabalho
eficazes e resultados tangiveis na area da participacdo civica. Os projectos
vencedores envolvem participantes de 22 Estados-Membros da Unido
Europeia.

Jan Figel’, o comissario europeu responsavel pelo pelouro da educacgéao, formacgao,
cultura e juventude, declarou a este respeito: «A Europa precisa da participagéo,
precisa de conhecer a reacgdo dos seus cidaddos. O programa Europa para os
Cidadaos apoia e promove os esforgos bem sucedidos de participacdo civica activa
que produzem resultados concretos. Nao é, pois, nenhuma surpresa encontrar entre
os vencedores das Estrelas de Ouro sistematicamente iniciativas que suscitam a
reflexdo e que apontam na mesma direcgdo: a participacdo em causas europeias
comuns e a sua promog¢do. Na minha opinido, estes projectos mostram claramente
cidadédos activos a construir a Europa no dia-a-dia quando se mobilizam em torno de
questées que lhes dizem respeito».

A seleccao dos vencedores deste ano foi confiada a um juri externo, composto por
sete membros, e presidido por Hannu Takkula, deputado do Parlamento Europeu e
Vice-Presidente da Comissédo da Cultura e da Educacao do Parlamento Europeu.
Fizeram também parte do juri Brenda King, do Comité Econdmico e Social
Europeu, e Keith Walters, do Comité das Regides.

«Tivemos a oportunidade de analisar projectos de qualidade e de seleccionar
aqueles que, indo ao encontro do objectivo do programa Europa para os Cidadaos,
podiam também servir para incentivar esfor¢os semelhantes no terreno», declarou o
presidente do juri, H. Takkula, que acrescentou: «Este ano, porém, em colaborag¢do
com o Ano Europeu do Didlogo Intercultural, seleccionamos trés projectos que
partem das experiéncias historicas das geragdes passadas e educam as geragdes
futuras, ensinando-lhes a ser tolerantes e abertas».

As Estrelas de Ouro sao atribuidas anualmente no ambito do programa Europa para
os Cidaddos, um programa virado para a sociedade civil organizada e para os
cidaddos em geral. Este é o principal programa da UE no dominio da cidadania
activa e tem por objectivo reforcar a participacdo dos cidadados na construgao da
Europa; para esse efeito, esta disponivel em 2008 um orcamento de cerca de 27
milhdes de euros.



A ceriménia de entrega das Estrelas de Ouro tera lugar em 13 de Novembro de
2008, em Bruxelas. A cerimonia sera aberta ao publico mediante inscri¢ao.
